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INTENSIFICATION 
— the Stage of Christ as the Sevenfold Intensified Spirit 

To Deal with the Degradation of the Church 

Shortly after the church was produced, it began to become 
degraded. This is clearly seen in Acts. In chapter five Ananias and 
Sapphira lied to the Holy Spirit; in chapter six there was a 
murmuring of the Hellenists against the Hebrews regarding the 
daily dispensing; and in chapter fifteen there was trouble 
concerning circumcision. The separation of Barnabas from Paul 
(15:35-39) should also be regarded as a part of the degradation. 
Eventually the church degraded to such an extent that the Lord 
could no longer tolerate it, and He reacted by intensifying Himself 
sevenfold to become the sevenfold intensified Spirit (Rev. 1:4; 
5:6). He became intensified sevenfold to deal with the degradation 
of the church. 

To Produce the Body of Christ 
to Consummate the New Jerusalem 

After Paul died, the Lord waited more than twenty years until John 
wrote the book of Revelation. … In this book Christ, who became 
the compound, all-inclusive, life-giving Spirit, has become the 
sevenfold intensified Spirit. In Revelation 1:4 the third of the 
Divine Trinity, the Spirit, becomes the seven Spirits and is ranked 
as the second of the Divine Trinity. 

We have pointed out that in His second stage, the stage of His 
being the compound, all-inclusive, life-giving Spirit, Christ has 
produced the churches, but not much of the Body was produced and built up in an actual and practical way. For this 

reason, Christ has become the sevenfold intensified Spirit to 
overcome the degradation of the church that the overcomers may 
be produced to bring forth the Body. 

The issue of Christ in the flesh was a group of redeemed persons, 
and the issue of Christ as the compound, all-inclusive, life-giving 
Spirit was the churches. For the Body to be produced there is the 
need for the compound, all-inclusive, life-giving Spirit to be 
intensified sevenfold. This sevenfold intensification deals with the 
sevenfold situation of the seven churches in Revelation 2 and 3. 

… Christ's history is divided into the section of His incarnation, 
the section of His inclusion, and the section of His intensification. 
Therefore we emphasize … and stress the facts that incarnation 
produces redeemed people, that inclusion produces the churches, 
and that intensification produces the overcomers to build up the 
Body, which consummates in the New Jerusalem as the unique 
goal of God's economy. This is the revelation in the New 
Testament. 
 
… Pray desperately, saying, "Lord, I must advance. I need Your 
grace to bring me onward. I do not want to remain in the work of 
incarnation nor even in the work of inclusion. I want to advance 
from inclusion to intensification. Lord, You have been intensified 
sevenfold, and I pray that I also will be intensified sevenfold to 
overcome the degradation of the church that the Body may be built 
up to consummate the New Jerusalem."

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This Weeks’s Pursuit: Special Fellowship Concerning the World Situation and the 
Lord’s Move - (Message 1) 

  
Cooperating with God to Carry Out His Move in His Economy  

by Knowing This Age and by Knowing the Present Truth  
Scripture Reading: Ezek. 1:15-21; John 7:37-39; 1 Cor. 15:45b; 2 Cor. 3:17; Exo. 30:23-25; Rom. 8:2, 9-11; Isa. 30:26; Rev. 

1:4; 3:1; 4:5; 5:6; 2 Pet. 1:12; Rev. 19:7-9; 21:2  

I. In the book of Ezekiel God’s economy and God’s move in His economy are signified by a 
high and awesome wheel—1:15-21:  
The hub of this great wheel signifies Christ as the center of God’s economy, and the rim signifies 
Christ’s counterpart, the church, which consummates in the New Jerusalem; the spokes of the 
wheel spreading from the hub to the rim signify the many believers as the members of Christ. The 
appearing of the wheels on the earth beside the living creatures indicates that God’s move on 
earth follows the coordination of the four living creatures. God’s move is the move of His 
economy in man to deify man to bring forth the one new man so that God in Christ may have His 
corporate expression and administration.  

Every local church and every individual believer should have a high and awesome wheel with 
them. The wheels following the living creatures indicates that the move of God’s work depends 
upon our moving; it also indicates that if we move in faith, the Lord will follow our move. The 
wheels follow the living creatures, and the creatures follow the Spirit, but the Spirit is in the 
wheels: This indicates that the move of the Lord in our move is in the principle of incarnation. 
This is the Lord’s move on earth today, and this is the Lord’s recovery. 

II. If we are going to cooperate with the Lord to carry out His move in His economy, we 
must know this age; to know this age is to know the age of today’s Christianity in a 
particular way, especially in relation to the revelation of the Scriptures, the divine truths, 
and the genuine and proper theology: 
Not one of today’s theologies, including the Nicene Creed, stresses adequately the following five 
critical points concerning the Spirit of God in the move of God’s eternal economy:  
‣  The Spirit that gives life was not yet before the glorification (resurrection) of Christ. 
‣  The compound Spirit is typified by the anointing ointment (a compound of one hin of olive oil with four 
kinds of spices and their effectiveness) in Exodus 30:23-25. 
‣  The Spirit of life, the Spirit of God, the Spirit of Christ, Christ Himself, and the indwelling Spirit in 
Romans 8:2, 9-11, all refer to the compound Spirit that gives life.  
‣  The Spirit of God in the move of God’s eternal economy is the seven Spirits (the sevenfold intensified 
Spirit).  

God must have a people who are the God-men to be His overcomers for Him to accomplish His 
eternal economy concerning the church issuing in the Body of Christ and consummating the New 
Jerusalem. 

III. Second Peter 1:12 mentions the words the present truth:  
All the truths are in the Bible, but through man’s foolishness, unfaithfulness, negligence, and 
disobedience, many truths were lost and were hidden from man; freshly revealed truths are not 
God’s new inventions; rather, they are man’s new discoveries. Every worker of the Lord should 
inquire before God as to what the present truth is; we need to ask God, “God, what is the present 
truth?” We know that God’s truths are cumulative; later truths do not negate former ones. All the 
past truths of God form the foundation of the truths today; what we see today are the cumulative 
revelations of God. When God opens our eyes to see this fact, we begin to realize that we are 
living in the tide of God’s will; this tide is a continuation of all the past works of God in the 
previous ages. 

IV. The present truth is both the central revelation of God and the Lord’s present recovery:  
If we are asked to explain what the recovery is today, we should be able to answer in one simple 
sentence: The Lord’s recovery is God becoming the flesh, the flesh becoming the life-giving 
Spirit, and the life-giving Spirit becoming the sevenfold intensified Spirit to build up the church 
that becomes the Body of Christ and that consummates the New Jerusalem.  

This is the full ministry of Christ in three stages (incarnation, inclusion, and intensification), and 
this is the central revelation of God and the present truth:  
•  In the first stage, the stage of His incarnation, from His human birth to His death, He brought the infinite 
God into the finite man, He united and mingled the Triune God with the tripartite man, He expressed in His 
humanity the bountiful God in His rich attributes through His aromatic virtues, and He accomplished His all-
inclusive judicial redemption. 
•In the second stage, the stage of His inclusion, from His resurrection to the degradation of the church, He

5. Lord, we need Your grace to bring us 
onward, not to remain in the work of 
incarnation nor in the work of inclusion, 
bu t to advance f rom inc lus ion to 
intensification. Lord, You have been 
intensified sevenfold, and we pray that we 
also will be intensified sevenfold to 
overcome the degradation of the church that 
Your Body may be built up to consummate 
the New Jerusalem.

LIFE-STUDY OF MATTHEW 

August 14, 2017, Monday 
Message Seventy–One: MAN’S UNRIGHTEOUSNESS AND GOD’S RIGHTEOUSNESS  

Praise God that man’s unrighteousness turned into God’s righteousness! Man could only go so far. He could mistreat the Lord and put Him on the cross as the Passover 
Lamb. Everything man did to the Lord Jesus set the stage for God’s righteousness to come in. On man’s side, everything was black, but on God’s side, everything was 
white. On man’s side, everything was unrighteous, but on God’s side, everything was righteous. Man’s unrighteousness prepared the way for God’s righteousness to be 
fully manifested. In this way, man’s unrighteousness turned into God’s righteousness. In the crucifixion of Christ, man’s unrighteousness was fully exposed; yet it brought 
in God’s righteousness. Thus, the killing of Christ was the first way through which man’s unrighteousness brought in God’s righteousness. 

Righteousness, or justice, is a judicial matter. Love, on the contrary, is a matter of the emotion. But righteousness is a matter neither of emotion nor of wish; it is a judicial 
matter. A judicial matter is related to the execution of the law, to legislation. God’s gospel is  altogether a judicial matter, a matter of divine legislation. God has saved us 
judicially. Of course, God’s salvation is initiated by His love and accomplished through His grace. Eventually, however, it issues in His righteousness. Therefore, the 
salvation we have received today is not merely a matter of love or of grace, but also a judicial matter of God’s righteousness. Our salvation has been sealed and confirmed  
by God’s righteousness. Now not even God Himself can change our salvation. 

It is upon this righteousness that the kingdom of God is built.  Man’s kingdom is not built upon righteousness. In chapter twenty-seven we have seen man’s 
unrighteousness and God’s righteousness. Praise the Lord that eventually man’s unrighteousness turned into God’s righteousness! We used to be in man’s unrighteousness, 
but now we are under God’s righteousness and in God’s kingdom. God’s kingdom is the kingdom of righteousness, and we are the righteous people in His kingdom. 

August 15, 2017, Tuesday 
Message Seventy-Two:  THE KING’S VICTORY 

In this chapter we cannot find a hint that the resurrection of Christ is related to power. However, if we read carefully, we can find that it is related to righteousness. Perhaps 
you have wondered why in this chapter, a chapter concerned with Christ’s resurrection, Matthew includes the account of the bribery of the Roman soldiers (vv. 11-15). 
This is mentioned for the purpose of exposing man’s unrighteousness. The opposite of unrighteousness is not power, but righteousness. Because of His righteousness, God 
was held responsible to raise Christ up from the dead. Therefore, Christ’s resurrection was according to God’s righteousness. This was the reason that Matthew inserted the 
historical account of the bribery of the soldiers. No other Gospel mentions this. Matthew includes it to show that Christ’s resurrection was related to God’s righteousness, 
which is versus man’s unrighteousness. Again I say that it is difficult to find in chapter twenty-eight any hint that Christ’s resurrection was related to power or to life. 

As the King in the kingdom with the kingdom people, the Lord is with us all the days until the consummation of the age. Today is included in all the days. The Lord is 
with us today, and He will be with us tomorrow. Not one day will be an exception. He will be with us until the consummation of the age. This refers to the end of this age, 
which will be the time of the Lord’s parousia, the Lord’s coming. The consummation of the age, the end of the age, will be the great tribulation. We do not want to be here 
during that time. Rather, we prefer to be raptured into the Lord’s parousia, into His presence. This is a matter of the kingdom. In the Lord’s resurrection with His 
righteousness the kingdom is present, and we have the authority, commission, and position, to disciple the nations. In this way the kingdom is spreading.
